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THE BIG PICTURE 
 
   K indergarteners have 

continued to explore image 
wr iting by looking for ‘hidden 

pictures’ in their watercolor 

paintings.  The found images 

were cut out, and each student 

used collage techniques to create 

one page in a class book.  

Students are now making three 
dimensional clay flowers by 

rolling and flattening balls of 

clay.  Different textures and 
patterns were added to each 

flower petal. 

   First grade students took a 

close look at SeuratÕs paintings 

and created their own Mother’s 

Day card in the style of 

pointillism.  First graders also 

used organic shape, geometr ic 
shape, and form to create three 
dimensional paper daffodils.  

Students are now working on 

creating rattles by rolling, 

shaping, and texturing clay. 

   Second graders have begun 

their study of Monet in his 

garden.  After looking at Monet’s 

Impressionist landscapes, 
students sponge painted a 

background for their gardens.  

This week students used 

watercolors to add details such as 

flowers, trees, ponds, rivers, and 

bridges to their paintings. 

   Students in third grade have 

started constructing paper pop-up 

books.  Students used folding 

techniques to create flaps, tabs, 

and springs to make the scenes in 

their book three dimensional.  
Third graders are also practicing 

clay manipulation skills while 

forming pinch pots.
